The new Journal of River Basin Management has issued number 2, with Roger Falconer as editor. 

During this congress, meetings of the European, the Asian-Pacific and the African Divisions are planned.

Members of our section were challenged to support establishment of additional student chapters. 

The Section Industrial two-phase flows is dead, what are we proposing, maybe that a new section would have a good chance.

6 Section (Chair Phil Burgi, secretary W.H. Hager)

The chairman is elected for a four-year term. Phil Burgi is willing to continue for another two years, because the secretary has decided to step down from his position. No new section secretary was yet selected.  Phil Burgi will present a proposal to the Section in the near future.

(As a result of a follow-up e-mail sent by Phil Burgi on November 18th,  the Section approved 

Phil’s recommendation of Dr. Jorge Matos as Section secretary.)

The Section reviewed curriculum vitas of Prof. Corrado Gisonni, 2nd University of Napoli, Italy and Mr. Clifford Pugh, USA and we appointed them as new members to the Section.

Upcoming conference organized by our section:

Teheran meeting in 2004 is entitled Hydraulics of Dams and River Structures, to be held 26-28 April 2004. The initiative was presented by Dr. Farhad Yazdandoost, Water Research Institute, Teheran (chair). Dr. Jalal Attari, Tehran University, Iran  serves as co-chair.

It was stated that our section is well represented at the Thessaloniki congress. We have many authors, and we will also chair several of the sessions to be held.

The 2005 IAHR Congress will be held in Seoul, South Korea, we will seek additional input for the Congress themes. This item will be considered during the week to come (one additional subsection Air-water high-speed flow was proposed to the organizers).

The topic whether we should organize a special Symposium on hydraulic structures during the 2005 Congress was also discussed, yet without final decisions taken. Prof. Tamai invited for a 2005 Workshop. He distributed these ideas on a separate sheet of paper. How can we support? Should we submit papers? Prof. Köngeter came up with the idea of a Benchmark Workshop.

Arturo Marcano suggested by e-mail the possibility of hosting a proposed  2006 Workshop in Venezuela.  This might be held parallel with the 2006 Latin-American IAHR Congress. A working group of our section was established composed of the following section members: Corrado Gisonni, Willi H. Hager, Helmut Knoblauch, Jürgen Köngeter, Phil Burgi and Jorge Matos to work with Arturo if such a proposal became a reality.

7 Manuals

Since the Graz Congress 1999, nothing has been done and there are actually also no projects for IAHR Manuals. 

As a repetition from the Graz Congress, new book projects could be

Jorge Matos has some proposals, and it was finally decided that one topic should be considered only:


Two-phase high-speed flows in hydraulic engineering

Note that IAHR produces its monographs now directly with a printer from Singapore.

The approach to produce some papers in a special Meeting should be considered as the basis for such a work, these could be eventually put together to a Monograph. We have to focus on one or 2 topics at the maximum. These works need a strong leader and expert. A working group could identify problems of present relevance. The authorship should be limited and a success needs a work to be concluded within 3 or 4 years. A promotion for such projects could also be made in the IAHR NEWS-FLASH. Also, a decision should be taken whether to contribute to the existing A-series, or to start with the planned B-series of the IAHR Hydraulic Structures Design Manuals (of which 9 books were published so far). 

8 Web site

It was stated that our section needs a web site with all the members presented, the purpose of the section stated, and active working groups being introduced. Nothing was done in the past 4 years, however. We are looking for volunteers. The site should be simple, but Hubert Chanson states that this is a big job, mainly maintaining the site. What should be the IAHR support (Chris George should answer)? Both Hubert and Cliff Pugh would support such activities if IAHR provides support to maintain the site. 

We could and should also add typical photos to our site. John W. Nicklow has such material, as does Hubert Chanson. Who else would have appropriate material for educational purposes? Great photos would certainly also attract users of our site. There was an issue of copyright for such photos on a web site.  Phil Burgi will check with Chris on these issues.

9 Seoul Congress 2005

Bulletin 1 for the 2005 IAHR Congress was distributed. Our section is involved in Theme D Coping with extremes in water resources. Presently the following topics are considered:

10 Iran Conference 2004

The chairman (Dr. Yazdandoost) has received 150 abstracts from 21 countries to-date. He noted a small input from China (later in the week, this matter was discussed again with Mrs. Guo, she will have a look whether more papers could be submitted until the deadline of presently Nov. 15, 2003). The publisher of the book will be Balkema, the Netherlands. Keynote lecturers from our section could be Hubert Chanson (Air-water flow) and Willi H. Hager (Impulse waves). We are also aware that Arturo Marcano’s group is considering three papers as well as Argentine colleagues with another three papers.

Reviews for the international papers were distributed among the section members and the scientific committee.
