1. Review of the IPD Division Workplan

Jean Paul made a brief presentation of the IPDD Workplan, which had been circulated earlier among the DCG.  The IPDD Workplan is attached.

On the subject of collaboration with other organizations, Roberto Ramzi said that he is working together with the WMO to prepare a course on advances and new standards in stream gauging.  The course will be offered either this year in Korea in September, or next year in Brescia.

Roberto also discussed the example of European school of hydraulics, which later became worldwide, as an example of successful courses.  These courses could be offered in different parts or the world, including Africa, where they may help revive the Africa Regional Division.

Finally, Roberto mentioned that next week he will working with Toshi Kojiri in Kyoto on the climate change impact on the hydrologic cycle. He hopes there will be a meeting at the EGS Conference in Vienna in June.

3. Think Tank Initiative and 1st IAHR Hydro-Environment Summit in Athens

The Summit meeting will be held the morning of June 24, 2010 during the International Symposium Environmental Hydraulics (ISEH) in Athens.  Roger Falconer is leading this initiative.  The subject of the summit will be Water Security.  Participation will be by invitation only and will be limited to 12 to 14 people.  It was suggested to invite Joe Fernando, who is a keynote speaker at the ISEH.
A conference call with Roger Falconer, Chris George and the Chair and Secretary of the IPDD will be arranged to do additional planning for the summit.

4. Preparation of the new IAHR Strategic Plan

Jean Paul invited all to submit ideas and suggestions on the new IAHR Strategic Plan.  It was agreed that ideas for the strategic plan will be discussed in the next Council meeting, and based on them the IPDD will prepare the new strategic plan.

Chris mentioned that the agreement with Taylor and Francis to handle all IAHR publications, freed the members of the IAHR Secretariat to work on other activities.  Each Division will have a program officer.  Estibaliz Serrano will be the program officer for the IPDD. 
5. Task Force for Institute Members
Arthur Mynett said that the Chinese organizers of the Chengdu 2013 Congress are interested in bringing together different Chinese institutes involved in hydraulics.  Arthur suggested asking Larry Weber to serve as Vice Chair of this Task Force.  An event for Institute members may be organized in Brisbane next year.

Chris George said the he contacted the World Bank Institute, which is interested in this initiative. He felt that involvement of WBI could appeal to organizations like Deltares.

7. Face-to-face meeting of the IPDD DCG
The first face-to-face meeting of the IPDD DCG will be held in Brisbane during the IAHR Congress next year.
