1. Past Activities-Review

The Section in its meeting during the Seoul Congress and after had planned the following activities:

(a) Creation of data base in the IAHR website

(b) Monograph on “sea Outfalls”

(c) Special issue of Journal of HR on “Extreme Analysis”

(d) Newsletter

(e) Membership of the Section

(f) Support of International Conferences and Symposia 

I have the following comment with regard to the above five activities.

(a) Data base-The database has been developed with the help of the IAHR Secretariat and so far it includes 7 Cases. 
CASE 1: WAVE PROPAGATION OVER LOW CRESTED STRUCTURES (LCS)

CASE 2: WAVE OVERTOPPING A TRAPEZOIDAL STRUCTURE 

CASE 3: RANDOM WAVE PROPAGATION IN SHOALING WATER

CASE 4: WAVE RUN-UP AT A STEEP BEACH

CASE 5: EXTREME WAVE ANALYSIS DATA

CASE 6: MULTIDIRECTIONAL WAVE DATA ANALYSIS

CASE 7: EXTREME JOINT PROBABILITY ANALYSIS. 
However, more cases should be added. Also, we do not know the number of colleagues who enter the database and use the data.

Proposed Actions: (i) Propose other cases to be included in the database (All)

(ii) Check with the people responsible for the site for statistics (Prinos)

(b) Monograph-The monograph has been delayed. At this moment, although there are some other books in press, we know that a monograph on this subject is required and we have to go for it.

Proposed Action: Develop the content of the monograph, submit a proposal to the IAHR council for approval, start the writing, editing etc. (Memos + other experts).

(c) Special Issue of JHR-The papers have been sent to reviewers for review (some of them have already reviewed) and the review process is going to finish soon. The publication of the Issue is foreseen for the beginning of 2008.
(d) Newsletter – In a very basic form it was sent twice last year to a number of colleagues, provided by IAHR, who are interested in Maritime Hydraulics. However, the newsletter should be improved both in its content and form, as well as the list of colleagues who receive it.
Proposed activities:

(a) Submit news to the newsletter (All)

(b) Update the list of interested colleagues (All)

(c) Update the form of the newsletter (New Chairman)

(e) Membership of the Section
The section has been expanded with new members after the Seoul Congress but further expansion is necessary especially with colleagues from North America.
(f) Support of International Conferences and Symposia

2. Future activities

(a)  Development of a Database with Wave Basins and Wave Channels
There was an initiative for developing a database with available wave basins and channels around the world and putting it into the IAHR web page. The first data were incomplete and we thought that additional effort is required for having it ready for public access. I propose the formation of a sub-group to develop further the database.  
 (b) Formation of a sub-group on Beach Dewatering
There were several contacts by Dr. Ian Turner to establish collaboration on Beach Dewatering issues (http://www.wrl.unsw.edu.au/bds/ ) and I would propose to form  a sub-group for looking for possible ways of co-operation.
